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Frequently Asked Questions


Why should I support the CFC?

Your contribution will help prevent misery, disease, dependency and crime.  It can mean a helping hand to the young, the elderly, the helpless and to so many others in all walks of life.  But best of all, you can be sure that all agencies included in the CFC are thoroughly screened and your money will go to the agency you designate.

Why not just give directly to the agencies?

There are several reasons why the CFC is among the best ways to give to charity:

*  All agencies and federations are carefully screened and meet strict but fair requirements.

*  Giving through the CFC allows you to use payroll deduction, thus increasing the amount of money you can afford to give to your desired charity.

*  Most of us are too busy to research charities and make a contribution.  CFC makes it easy for you.
What is the duration of my payroll deduction and when does it begin?

Deductions will be for one full year and begin the first pay period in January of the year following your pledge.

Who determines how my contribution will be used?

YOU DO!  When you make a contribution, you designate where you want your funds to go.  Your contribution will be provided to the charitable agency of your choice.

When figuring how much of my contribution goes to charity, does the CFC expense get added to the expense percentage listed by each agency in the resource guide?

The CFC helps charities reduce their overall cost because payroll deduction by federal employees is the most efficient form of fundraising.  The administrative expenses listed in the brochure are provided only for your information to aid you in your decision process.  The only cost to you is the CFC administrative cost that averages 9% nationally.

How are charitable agencies accountable to CFC donors?

The criteria for eligibility to participate in the CFC were established by the federal government.  The national charitable agencies are reviewed and approved by OPM and the local charitable agencies by the Local Federal Coordinating Committee.  These agencies are listed with their identifying codes in your resource guide.

What is the relationship between the CFC and United Way?

The CFC needs an organization to plan, promote, and carry out its goals.  The United Way applies every year to the Federal Executive Board to be granted the 1-year contract.  The United Way designates an impartial CFC Director to act in the best interest of the CFC and never to promote the United Way.  The United Way does not get paid to run the campaign, but does get its costs reimbursed by the participating charities.  The United Way then applies separately to be an eligible 501(c)3 charitable agency in order to receive donations.
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
